NOVEMBER DEMONSTRATION

Janis Krendick
Pastel

Janis announced that her challenge is to interpret a landscape, not to reproduce it.

She begins by using acrylics, watercolor and gouache to create an underpainting, .
The paper on which she works (Art Spectrum) is not smooth. Wearing gloves, she
worked the pastels lightly over the rough surface. She used a kneaded eraser to re-
move pastel when needed. She used only five colors in this painting.

She starts with dark colors, working toward the light colors, but she doesn't want to get
to them too quickly. As she works, she judges: is this color warmer or cooler? Her pri-
mary choice is harder pastels, preferring to work in value, not color.

She also tries to preserve the tooth of the paper. She does not have a center of inter-
est in her paintings. And she may use a little fixative as she paints, but not at the end.
