Pat showed us several examples of paintings
done from traditional watercolors; there were also
some of scenes around Dallas turned into black
and white value paintings.

She used a photo taken of a parade in front of
the Aldolphus Hotel several years ago for her
demonstration; it featured her with her grand-
daughter. The photo had appeared in the news-
paper.

She sketched out the scene on 140 Ib. paper,
then used Myskit to save her whites. After that
she painted in some of the darks. Her darks
were made using a neutral tint with a touch of
magenta. When she painted the people, she
used New Gamboges and Permanent Rose. She
likes Winsor Newton and Holbein watercolors,
but has used many other brands. For brushes,
she likes to use flat brushes most of the time.
She works from photos with brief sketches done
on site; she then paints in her home studio

She began painting in oils when her children
were young. She became a professional in the
80s. She was offered a one woman show which
sold out; this really hooked her.

Pat was joined this evening by her husband
John.

Pat teaches at-Gdlentandsteachess
workshops for art organizations around the area. Her
work has been featured in several magazines and
fine art books, and is collected by many notable indi-
viduals and organizations including the Omni Hotel,
Magnolia Hotel, and the Dallas Bar Association.
